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 2012 RSC MEMBERSHIP REGISTRATION PROCESS

ROLLER DERBY TEAMS / LEAGUES – (All Provinces).
· All forms preferably completed on line, www.rollersportscanada.ca  then printed or typewritten for clarity; otherwise please print clearly and give to Team or League Administrator.

· New members to Roller Sports Canada (RSC) must attach a photocopy of official proof of date of birth eg. Driver’s License or Passport page etc.

· Non-skating officials are not required to provide proof of date of birth

· Individual fee is $50.00 per person. This is a National level registration. The Provincial level is no longer applicable to Roller Derby.

· Visa payments are accepted with a $5.00 surcharge, - processed by Roller Sports Ontario (RSO)

· NSF cheque charge is $25.00

Team Captain and or League Administrator:
1. 2012 Registration Forms available online or handed out to the membership.

2. collects completed individual member forms and fees and checks for completeness of information & forms are signed.
3. checks that New RSC members have attached a copy of an official document for proof of Date of Birth

4. completes online for either a League or a Team: (A) the RSC Club Membership Form (all Board of Directors must be members and listed). Save a copy for your files.

5. completes online for either a League or a Team: (B) the RSC Club Membership List Form (all board of directors must also be listed here). All teams within a league must be listed on one RSC Club Membership List Form. This is a cumulative form. Highlight the last entry on the list, save, update, & send in this same form as new team members join throughout the year.

6. if a league – the league administrator completes a composite listing of all teams members on a new (B) Club Membership List. This is a cumulative form. Highlight the last entry on the list, save, update, & send in this same form as new teams or team members join throughout the year.  

7. email a copy of (B) the RSC Club Membership List for a team or if a league, the Composite Club Membership List to the Roller Sports Canada (RSC) Roller Derby Coordinator: Gillian Clarke gillian@Layer9.net 

8. post mail as one package to the RSC Roller Derby Coordinator: G.Clarke, 3 Duplex Ave, #201, North York, ON M2M 4G6

1.  the individual member forms, Proof of Date of Birth as necessary and fees

2.  a hard copy of  (A) the RSC Club Membership Form (Board of Directors )– and fees

3.  a hard copy of  (B) the RSC Club Membership List Form - single  or composite (All members) 

4.  money – cheques forwarded must match the fees of the form submitted

RSC Roller Derby Coordinator:
1. checks each package to ensure the completeness of information & correct amount of money is included

2. post mails or gives a package to the RSC Treasurer to include: 

1. the Club - Team / League Membership registration form

2. the Club – Team / League Membership List form

3. the signed Individual Membership Forms with Proof of Date of Birth attachments

4. the cheque for all fees (made out to Roller Sports Canada - NO POSTDATED CHEQUES) -
       the total money forwarded must match the names on the RSC Club Membership List and Club Membership Form

5. email a copy of the appropriate RSC Club /Team / League Membership List to the RSC Treasurer, Mr. Tim Macri : tmacri@rogers.com & to the RSC Secretary, Ms. Mary Anne Themann : mthemann@rogers.com 

RSC Treasurer will forward the forms to the RSC Secretary.

RSC Secretary will assign RSC Membership numbers, prepare laminated RSC Membership Cards and return them to the League Administrator or Team Contact.  An updated RSC Club Membership List will then be emailed to the RSC RD Coordinator, and the League Administrator or Team Contact. This returned list (cumulative) is to be sent to RSC by the team or league with future updates.

All Participants Note:

· The effective date for the RSC insurance is the time the person submits the form and remits full payment to the RSC Member club’s league administrator. All forms must then be promptly submitted to RSC. 

· National level covers all of Canada and International activities and includes Travel Medical Coverage at no additional fee*
 *     Travel outside Canada involves a separate report form which must be completed & submitted to RSC prior to date of departure.
